	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Base perimeter was created from previous night’s IR heat perimeter.
All new growth of the heat perimeter was on the northern flank. 
Most growth of the heat perimeter occurred in three places:
1. North of Mt. Withington up and to the east towards A-L Peak.
2. Along the FS border and east of Big Rosa Canyon.
3. On northern flank, east of Big Rosa Canyon
A few insolated heat sources found outside of the heat perimeter near the third area of growth mentioned above.
Heat sources are still persistant in the southern half of the heat perimeter.  
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
