	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:

*The previous night’s heat perimeter was used as a base: no additional growth was detected.

No isolated heat sources were detected outside of the perimeter.
Isolated heat within the perimeter was detected mainly in the northern and western areas.

2 small pockets of intense heat were detected in the interior section of the perimeter. This is in the wilderness, in section 34, 1 mile due east of A-L Peak. 

Scattered heat was detected mainly on western and northern flanks, shrinking.
