	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Perimeter base: used Fire polygon provided by GISS, 20160625_0815_PEAKS FIRE_AZTNF000763_Poly_FirePolygon_NAD_1983_UTM_Zone_12N, collected by GPS during 6/24/16 flight.
*A 77-acre increase resulted from fire growth after GPS collection on 6/24/16.
[bookmark: _GoBack]False heat signatures were detected around the northeastern edge of the perimeter.
   Intense heat was detected along the southwestern and northeastern perimeter.  All of the fire growth occurred in these areas.
   Island perimeter of intense heat: 350 feet north of the main perimeter, 3 tenths of a mile due east of Jacks Spring.
   Isolated heat: 4 spots were detected in the same area (350 feet north of the main perimeter, 3 tenths of a mile due east of Jacks Spring). 
Additional isolated heat (3 spots): 1 spot at -111° 16’ 28.8” / 33° 41’ 6.2”, 220 feet south of the southwestern perimeter, 430 feet NE of Browns Peak. 1 spot at -111° 18’ 41” / 33° 41’ 21.8”, 56 feet off the south and east edge of the perimeter, 28 feet west of Alder Trail. 1 spot at -111° 18’ 36” / 33° 41’ 52.9”, 156 feet off of the northwestern edge of the perimeter.
  Scattered heat was detected throughout the perimeter, predominantly in the southwestern and northeastern areas of the fire.
