	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
Much cooler than previous night’s interpretation.  Started with 20160610 IR perimeter (3,375 Acres).  

Most of the Intense heat in the North East perimeter, along Southeast facing ridge of Arrastre Creek.  Scatterred heat behing the Intense heat.

Areas of intense heat along southern perimeter.  Area in section 4 has crossed Arrastre creek and contains intense heat.
Another area in section 9, North of East Antelope Peak 2, showed perimeter growth and contained two areas of intense heat.
