The BAER Archeologist contacted Mr. Wilson Martin, from the Utah SHPO’s (State Historic Preservation Officer) office to advise the SHPO that the National Interagency BAER Team was preparing an Emergency Stabilization (ES) plan to address post-fire effects that may result from the Neola North fire incident.  It was conveyed to Mr. Martin that the ES plan may contain treatments that could potentially affect Historic Properties.  In that it event, it was communicated to Mr. Wilson that the lead agencies on the incident (BIA and USFS) would fully comply with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, as amended and under its implementing regulations as provided under 36 CFR Part 800.
