Evacuation Plan

Upper South Fork Boise River


All evacuation operations will be managed be the Camas County Sheriff.  

In the event the fire reaches Management Action Point (MAP) 4 A or B, with the indication that it will breech that line, the IC will coordinate with the Agency Administrator, the Forest Service LEO, and the Camas County Sheriff to ensure that all involved parties are notified.  The action for fire reaching this MAP will be a pre-evacuation notification of the residents along the Upper South Fork Road.  The intent of this pre-evacuation notification is to allow the resident’s time to prepare in the event a full evacuation is warranted.

 In the event that fire reaches or threatens MAP 8, with the indication that it will breech that line, the IC will coordinate with the Agency Administrator, the Forest Service LEO, and the Camas County Sheriff to ensure that all involved parties are notified.
To facilitate the orderly evacuation of residents, the Sheriff will coordinate all traffic along Forest Service Road 227,079, and 12 leading into the subdivision in the Upper South Fork of the Boise River. As the majority of the homes are occupied only part time, the Sheriff does not anticipate a need for a large evacuation shelter.  Any home owners that need shelter during the evacuation can be supported by the Camas County Sheriffs Office through the placement of evacuees in local schools or churches in town.      

The intent of this evacuation is to ensure the public has adequate time to leave the Upper South fork area.
