Fuel Type:  FM 8, FM 10 in timbered stringers and FM 1/6 in open areas.

Consequences: Fire exceeds the MMA and establishes in heavy timber on the south side of the South Fork of the Boise River.  
	A.  Consider slowing or checking fire spread north of the MAP line from the mouth of Skeleton Creek to the mouth of Little Skeleton Creek to keep the fire from burning onto the river face above the South Fork and approaching the N/S river bend which has a high potential of crossing the South Fork due to orientation of the drainage.  
	A. One T2 helicopter, 2 T1 hand crews, if unsuccessful then 1 Strike Team T 6 engines, 1 STEN, 1 DIVS along river road for burnout & holding support. Aerial resources for checking action on steep river face W of Skeleton Creek in the Weeks Gulch area.
