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Saxon Holbrook: I'm sorry. Missed how I make sure that my assignments are recorded to maintain currency?

Vanessa Glynn-Linaris: Saxon - you need to submit an Experience form and give it to your IQCS person to get it in the system.

Saxon Holbrook: thanks.

Andrew Thompson: So a qualified IRIN who has not gone on an assignment in last 5 years needs to repeat the task book?

Hope Spriggs: Andrew, check your last red card.  It should show a date of expiration of your IRIN qual.  If yes, check with your unit FMO, but yes, you may need to complete a new taskbook to become current again.  Check with your FMO, as some units handle this differently.

Mel: There have been enough changes in how we work that going through a training assignment/task book is recommended.

Hope Spriggs: Mel, that's always a good idea.  My advice is to adhere to the qualification standards as described in the 310-1 and FSFAQG, when a qualification lapses.

Elise Bowne: Don't you also revert to IRIN (T) in ROSS and IQCS?

Hope Spriggs: Yes, you do, Elise.  If that ever happens and you've just forgotten to submit a current experience update, this will reset the clock and if it's been less than 5 years, you'll show as qualified again.

Jorge Enriquez: have not been out in a few years.  What version of ArcGIS will be used for the season?

Elise Bowne: We need to mention FStopo downloads and probably the AFPO image services

Elise Bowne: USGS allows direct downloads.

Elise Bowne: Is the data on the ftp://ftp.nifc.gov still the old NAD27 DRGs, or 

Elise Bowne: did they move our USGS geoPDFs converted to geotiffs to that site?

Kim Slezak: Landfire site has some base map layers

Elise Bowne: Lorri Peltz-Lewis and I converted the entire western U.S. last year

Brenda Jones/USGS: The FS GeoTiffs are available on http://hddsexplorer.usgs.gov

Lorri P-L: All of the newer GeoPDFs are available on the USGS HDDS - I have a tip sheet I can share. These include all of the USFS GeoPDFs provided from USGS.

Elise Bowne: The FSGeodata warehouse is open to the world.

Lorri P-L: I just finished coverting all of the USGS 2015 quads for CA and NV - these will be added to USGS HDDS soon as well. For now they are on external GISS HDs provided to all GISS in CA.

Kim Slezak: Elise what's the link to FSGeodata?

Lorri P-L: HDDS - get a login: https://hdds.usgs.gov/

Brenda Jones/USGS: We have a new URL - http://hddsexplorer.usgs.gov

Devin Quintana: Will current NAP accounts work for access?

Jim Grace: Lorri, HDDS is just satellite imagery correct??

Elise Bowne: They have the USGS converted Geotiffs also

Jim Grace: NO you need to request a new role of FTP access from the NAP site

Jim Grace: hmmm I didn’t see the Geotiffs there

Elise Bowne: Lorri?

Dawn Hutchinson: Yes but you need to get access to F&AM-F&AM FTP Standard

Lorri P-L: Email me for the tip sheet - that will explain how to get to these.

Mel: Yes, HDDS is the "secure" side of EarthExplorer. If you have an EE profile, you then ask for access to the fire folder to which satellite imagery is being loaded.

Vanessa Glynn-Linaris: No, do not get an email from them before NAP expires according to their help desk - they told me to set a reminder in my calendar....

Elise Bowne: Does anyone know how NAP is contacting the supervisor to verify?

Jim Grace: I get a NAP email saying my password is expiring

Vanessa Glynn-Linaris: Mine was disabled this week, and I asked them about a reminder email, they said WFDSS does, but NAP doesn't. They also weren't able to email me a temporary password though, so take it with a grain of salt.

Devin Quintana: I normally get a reminder from NAP about passwords expiring also.  Maybe a FS thing?  Not sure

Elise Bowne: Sounds like time to call again and see if you get someone different :)
