Gnarl Ridge Fire                                              Mount Hood National Forest
Summary

The Gnarl Ridge Fire was started by lightning on Thursday night, August 7, 2008 on the north flank of Mt. Hood. It was contained by late August at 516 acres. On September 16, unusually hot and dry conditions coupled with a persistent thermal belt during the night caused the fire to make a major run shortly after midnight. The fire is burning in beetle killed sub-alpine fir with a heavy component dead & down timber.  The historic Cloud Cap Inn and Tilly Jane Guard Station are threatened.  The Northwest Oregon Interagency Incident Management Team assumed management of the fire on September 18 at 0600 hrs.
