Cause:  		Under investigation
Start:  			Approx. 1:00 p.m. MDT, 28 July 2009
Start Location:  	15 Miles east of Glide, OR – Umpqua National Forest

Situation:
The fire is very active. The team is expecting that all contingency lines surrounding the fires perimeter will be completed by end of shift today. Most of these lines are located some distance from the fire front on strategic ridges with lots of unburned fuel between the fire lines and the fire. Firefighters will also continue with the burnout operations today along all fronts of the perimeter to further secure the fire lines.

Concerns / Values at Risk:
Steamboat Inn Resort has been evacuated on the southeast side of the fire as well as six homes along Moore Hill Road on the western perimeter. The Bogus Creek and Williams Creek Campgrounds have been evacuated and closed. Highway 138 is closed from MP29 to MP39.

Map the heat perimeter and intense heat using hard copy Phoenix imagery.  Map isolated heat sources, if any, outside the heat perimeter
