Background:
The Bear Trap Fire was started on July 15 in the Grant Range Wilderness, 45 miles east of Warm Springs, NV. It was being managed for multiple objectives but recent high winds have greatly increased fire activity and a Type 2 team, Great Basin IMT4, has been ordered.
Extreme fire behavior and high winds out of the south, fire is torching and running. The higher elevation fire area consists of limber and bristlecone pine and white fir.  Lower elevations have pinyon-juniper transitioning into shrublands and grasslands below.
Final acreage was 10,616. Cost of containment approx. $1.8M, 2 structures lost.
Assignment for this Exercise:
1. Map fire perimeter 
2. Locate any heat outside of the main fire perimeter

3. Map areas of intense heat, scattered heat and isolated heat
