Approx. 8:30 a.m. PDT, 9 July 2006
Start Location:  
2 miles east of Yucca Valley, CA
Behavior:

Active:  Fire continues to push to the southwest and northwest to forest boundary.   High heat, low relative humidity and erratic winds continue in the fire area.  The fire is moving into higher elevation areas containing heavy insect-killed timber, potentially changing the fire behavior.  The Millard and Sawtooth Complexes merged during the day shift on 7/15/2006.  Both fires are burning in chaparral and mixed conifer fuels in steep, inaccessible terrain with extreme fire behavior.
Concerns / Values at Risk:

WUI concerns due to low density development.  58 homes and 171 outbuildings destroyed.  Residents of Pioneertown, Skyline Ranch, Pipes Canyon, Gamma Gulch, northern Morongo Valley, Burns Canyon and Rimrock were placed under mandatory evacuations

The western portion of the perimeter is the area of concern.

Millard acres:  15,572 as of 0600 on 7/16/2008

Sawtooth final acres:  61,700


Millard final acres:  21,200
