	Comments /notes on tonight’s mission and this interpretation:
No change to the any perimeter from 10/1/2008.  There were a few isolated heat sources inside Blue2 and Bear Wallow/Ukonom Fire.  There was residual heat from the 10/2/2008 activity on Panther.  There was not enough evidence in the thermal imagery to change the perimeter of the Panther to include this burned area.  I recommend getting satellite data (Landsat, SPOT, or ASTER) to map this area.  Jess Clark at RSAC can help with this.
