Summary:

Lightning started three fires in southeastern San Benito County on June 21st, 2008 around 2 in the afternoon. The first fire was about a hundred acres of grass, the second fire was about 250 acres of grass, and the largest was about 3,000 acres of mixed grass and brush. At the time very few resources were available due to the large number of new fires. 

Initial attack forces remained engaged on these fires through containment without reinforcements, as these fires burned in remote, sparsely populated areas with minimal threat to life and property.
