The Gould Fire, approximately 45 miles southwest of Etna, California in Gould Gulch, was caused by a lightning strike at midnight on June 21, 2008. On June 24 the fire rolled out and burned an estimated 300 acres triggering the transition to a type three incident management team.

By June 26 crews continued to make steady progress, completing a 40-acre burnout. The Gould Fire was close to containment. However the potential for rollout due to the extremely steep terrain and reburn in some incompletely burned areas remained. The presence of bears and rattlesnakes had become a concern.

By June 29 the Gould Fire was 100 % contained at 229 acres.  The reduction in reported acreage was due to more accurate mapping.  The Gould Fire was declared controlled on July 2.
