Humboldt Unit canceled the event they were involved in at Benbow (near Garberville) due to the resource drawdown.

I am not aware of evacuations for the Gap ever being on again – off again. The only places where that may have occurred would be isolated ranches to the North of the fire. But the evacuations of Santa Barbara et. al. were continuous and only lasted about two days.

PRIORITIZATION OF FIRES (PAT O’BANNON, SUZI STINGLEY/CESAR PARTIDA/RALPH DEMANSKI/RALPH ALWORTH/JIM HOLLINGSWORTH)
Priority setting for the lightning fires began on June 21.  Initial attack is always the first priority.  During the initial days the Northern Mac group prioritized the administrative unit/forest/park rather than the individual fires in those “units.”  The allocation of resources went to the highest priority unit for them to distribute to their highest priority fires.  By June 24th the fires within the units were being “complexed.”  Prioritization switched from the units to the complex or fire so incoming resources were allocated by the Northern MAC.


LIFE – fire fighter or public - evacuations in progress or imminent


PROPERTY –structures - #’s, residential, commercial, subdivisions, isolated 


High Damage Potential - infrastructure, natural and cultural resources affected or threatened

Complexity – political sensitivity, multiple ownerships, multiple jurisdictions


Containment – incidents closer to containment were a higher priority than those considered season ending.
