Dog Head Fire

Cause: 
Human caused




Start:  June 14, 2016
Background:
The Dog Head Fire started on June 14th at approx. 11:30 am 5 miles NW of the town of Tajique near the boundary of the Cibola National Forest and Isleta Pueblo at the northern part of the Mountainair Ranger District.  The fire was mapped at 682 acres by an IR flight earlier this morning (June 15) and appeared to be relatively cool.  SW Type 2 IMT has been assigned and will be taking over the fire at 1800. 
At 1115 a spot fire was observed about 1 mile northeast of the main perimeter. At 1300 hours fire intensity and behavior increased pushing the fire toward the Northeast and engulfing the spot fire.  It is rapidly moving toward the northeast and the communities of Chilili and Escabosa are now under mandatory evacuation. Fuels include ponderosa pine, pinyon-juniper, heavy fuels with dead and down. This is a full suppression incident.
Final acreage was 17,912. Cost of containment approx. $10.8M, 12 single residences lost, 44 other structures lost.
Assignment for this Exercise:
1. Map fire perimeter 
2. Locate any heat outside of the main fire perimeter

3. Map areas of intense heat, scattered heat and isolated heat
