Start:  July 1, 2018
Background:
The Dollar Ridge Fire started on July 1st at approx. 1:00 pm west of Duchesne, UT.  The fire has been making active runs each afternoon with warm temperatures, low humidity and wind gusts.  The previous IR flight conducted at 0226 hrs this morning (July 4th) showed growth of 12,313 acres.  Fire crews had to withdraw from the line along the north and northeast sections of the fire.
Today the winds have kicked up again and the fire made a run to the north and to the west. State Highway 40 has been shut down but smoke makes it hard to tell if the fire has crossed the highway. In addition, there is uncertainty if the western arm of the fire has stayed south of Strawberry River. A Type 1 Incident Management Team has arrived and will be taking over the fire from the IMT2 at 6am tomorrow, July 5th.
Final acreage was 68,869 acres. 438 structures lost, including 74 residences. Cost of containment approx. $18M.

1. Map fire perimeter 
2. Locate any heat outside of the main fire perimeter

3. Map areas of intense heat, scattered heat and isolated heat
